Sunset Monday evening – October 17, 2022
through sunset Tuesday – October 18, 2022
Simchat Torah celebrates the conclusion of the 
yearly cycle of reading the Five Books of Moses 
and its beginning anew, thus demonstrating that 
study is a never-ending process.

SHAVUOT
Sunset Thursday evening – May 25, 2023
through sunset Saturday – May 27, 2023
Shavuot celebrates the covenant established at 
Mount Sinai between G-d and Israel, and the 
revelation of the Ten Commandments.  
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PassoVer (Seders – first two evenings) – Festival of Freedom

The seder is a family ritual service that occurs on the first two evenings of Passover.  students should not be 
expected to prepare assignments or for exams on these nights.  The first two and last two days of Passover 
are holy days, when students and staff may be absent.  Passover celebrates the liberation of the Jews from 
Egyptian bondage.  During this eight-day holiday, many Jews refrain from eating bread products and eat matzah 
(unleavened bread) instead.  
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Rosh Hashanah is the beginning of the Jewish year.  
It is the first of the High Holy Days and marks the 
start of the ten-day period of penitence and spiritual 
renewal.
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Sunset Wednesday evening, April 5 (First Seder) and sunset Thursday evening, April 6, 2023 (Second Seder). 
 (First two days: sunset April 5 through sunset April 7. Full Passover holiday sunset April 5 through sunset April 13, 2023).
